13 boats weighed in 28 fish, but 
only the top 3 boats caught 4-fish limits.

First place went to Team Jon Boy, consisting of Harold and Debbie Alewine 
of Rock Hill. The team weighed in a four-fish limit at 22 lbs. 1 oz. to take the 
top prize. Team Catch 22, consisting of Terry Caulder of Little Mountain and 
Shane Foster of Atlanta, Georgia, placed second with four fish weighing 21 
lbs. Finishing third, with a weight of 20 lbs. 13 ozs. for their four fish, went 
to Team Hammerheads, consisting of Wynn Corley and Tony Carroll, both of 
Lexington and Chris Hook of West Columbia.

The Nichols Store of Rock Hill Big Fish was caught by Team Hammerheads 
for their 8 lb. 10 oz. striped bass caught by Wynn Corley. The tournament’s 
Smallest Creel was caught by Team Cut Bait and Wait, consisting of Steve 
Stout and Cole Stout of Prosperity.

March 2008 Tournament...
MSC’s April tournament was held April 19, 2008 out of Jake’s Land-

ing. First place went to Kevin Morse from Prosperity with three striped 
bass weighing 19.8 lbs.  

Finishing second was Danny Young from Sumter with three weigh-
ing 19.2 lbs.
