Donnie also had the Big Fish of the 
tournament weighing a whopping 27-4, which won the Nichols Store of 
Rock Hill Big Fish prize.  Finishing 2nd was Kelly Powers from Lexington 
with  38-14 including a nice 16-5 striper. David “Gasman” Sturgis from 
McConnells finished 3rd with 22-9.

The winner of April’s lowest legal creel weight was Ed Woodward from 
Rock Hill with 3-1. Other anglers took notably large fish, including Danny 
Young with a 20-1 fish and “Big John” Sightler with a15-10 striper.
